CALLING 911 FROM A CELL PHONE

Please be aware that when making an emergency call from your cell phone, you may not reach the correct
dispatch center. Please listen to the dispatcher when they answer your call. In the Fort Wright area, you
should hear, “Erlanger Dispatch, what is your emergency?” If you are outside of Fort Wright, you may need
to make sure by asking if this is correct dispatch center for the area. For example, if you are at Florence
Mall, you should reach Boone County Dispatch, but if you are unsure, you could just simply ask, “Is this the
correct dispatch for Florence, Kentucky?” If it is not, the dispatch center should be able to re-route you to
the correct center.

It may also be helpful for you to program the non-emergency dispatch number for Fort Wright into your cell
phone, in case there is an error in transferring your call. Rather than call 911 again, you could simply call the
non-emergency number, inform the person answering that you have an emergency and that your phone di-
rected to wrong center.

The non-emergency number for Erlanger dispatch is 727-2424.

The issue with cell phones, is that your phone locates the closest tower. Depending on where you are, that
tower may be in Fort Wright, it may be in another city or county, you are directed to the dispatch associated
with the location of the tower, not your location.

2009 PROPERTY TAX PAYMENTS

Changes - We want to let you know of a change on your tax bill for this year, you may notice your return envelope
has a PO Box - the City is now using a Lock Box for Accounting purposes, to track incoming City tax bills. This is
the new mailing address for tax bills only. Please send your bill to that address and not to the City Office. Any
other correspondence will still need to be sent to the City Building’s physical address.

Please note the following with regard to the holidays and City office hours. Regular City office hours are from 7:30
A.M. to 5:00 P.M., Monday through Friday. City Offices will be closed on Friday, January 1, 2009. City Admini-
stration Office will be open on Thursday, December 31% from 7:30 A.M. to 5:00 PM, for acceptance of tax pay-
ments. Walk-in payments for 2009 property tax bills must be made by Thursday, December 31* at the close of busi-
ness at 5:00 PM. There is also a mail slot in the front door of the City Building for you to place your property tax
bill payments before or after City office hours.

Keep in mind that property tax payments MUST be postmarked or dropped off at the City Building by no later than

December 31%. If they are later than that date, penalty and interest fees will be added to the property tax bill. If you
drop your bill in the mail on December 31%", there is a chance that it will not be postmarked until January 2nd, mak-
ing it delinquent, so if mailing, please put it in the mail by no later than December 30, to ensure proper postmark.

By October 15th, all property owners should receive their 2009 property tax bill. If you are responsible for payment
rather than your mortgage company, and do not receive your 2009 property tax bill by October 20th, please call the
City office and a new one can be sent to you. If you have received the property tax bill, but have an escrow account
from which the property tax is paid, please be reminded that it is the property owner’s responsibility to forward the
bill to the mortgage company.
